Elsie Maxwell in London, told us the following four stories: 
 
A Chinese Buddhist girl visits the British Museum! 
 
Emma came to London to study and came along to church with some other 
Chinese girls who already belonged to our church.  She joined in a 
Christianity Explored class and each week we enjoyed her questions and 
tried to answer them.  Several in the group accepted Christ but Emma kept 
saying, “I want to, but it just doesn’t come to me somehow.  I am trying to 
believe.” 
  
This went on for weeks, until we all went to the British Museum to look at the 
Biblical artefacts, telling the stories like those in the Bible, about Ahab, 
Jehu, Assyrian invasions, etc.   Getting back home, we had just begun to 
open the Bible, to check how things matched some of the writing on the 
plaques at the Museum, when Emma suddenly shouted, “I got it … I got it … 
I believe now.”  It seems that her hang up was over the truth and the trust- 
worthiness of the Bible.  We all had some moments together to rejoice and 
cry together.  Her face was radiant and Emma was on the way!  She is back 
home now and going to church. 
  

A Muslim girl has a dream 
 
Aisha, whose family is Muslim, had a dream which upset her and she did not know who the person in the dream 
was.  She walked into our church and saw the large picture of Christ and began to shout, “That's HIM, the man in 
my dream.”  People spoke with her and she came to Christianity Explored also.  I was invited to come and help to 
answer her questions ... She is a believer now and wonderfully sharing her faith.  
 
Watching the box!  
 
Television programmes are helping many people.  I visit a home where a whole 
family now believes.   The father at one time tried to prevent this happening and 
took them back to Pakistan, but later they returned here and, via satellite 
programmes, came to Christ.     
  
Reading a book 
 
Maryam came to Christ all because her brother in law first found Jesus when reading a book.  He then spread the 
Gospel to his family and soon Maryam believed as well as several other family members.  I visit this family too.

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Reaching the Japanese - one of the Church's greates t 
challenges?  
 
Sarah Wooten of Japan Christian Link writes: 
 
How do you share the Gospel with a nation half a world 
away where, after one and a half centuries of 
evangelism, the proportion of evangelical Christians is 
estimated to be lower even than North Korea, where 
believers can be ostracised by their families and where 
society simply has no grasp of what Christianity is about? 
Do you send more missionaries? Do you conclude the task 
is too difficult, that it is better to turn your attention 
elsewhere? Or do you look around you and realise that 
actually the Japanese have come to you - a young language 
student you might know, a business colleague, the 
Japanese wife of someone you know. In fact, it is estimated 
that half of all Japanese who become Christians do so whilst 
overseas; so the UK has the potential for being one of the 
major mission fields for reaching Japanese.  

  
"Now I understand why I came to England. It was to come to know God, 
to be with him for ever" - said a woman baptised in March.  "When I 
came to England two years ago, the biggest purpose for me was to get a 
Master's degree. But now as it has turned out, I can say that the most 
significant purpose for me to come here was to encounter the religion 
that I can trust, that I can rely on and that I can follow, to live a 
meaningful life - Christianity" - was the conclusion of another. These two 
Japanese came to faith through the love, prayers and support of the 
ordinary Christians around them in the UK. 
   
At Japan Christian Link, our vision is to educate, encourage and equip 
the body of Christ for this challenge.

How We Talk About Extremism 
Report by Dr Helen Reid 
 
On 13th November, Robin Thomson, member of the Steering Group for the Faith to Faith Forum who works for 
South Asian Concern, led an afternoon seminar with Philip Lewis, Principal of Bradford Churches for Dialogue and 
Diversity. It was an opportunity to re-launch Faith to Faith as a Forum of Global Connections, and to draw together 
Christians in leadership roles with a ministry among Muslims. 
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Together Robin and Phil helped the group to explore the reality and complexities of extremism in the UK. At a time 
when Christians are hearing challenging and disturbing messages about extremism and security threats in the 
media, they presented a calm look at the issues involved and outlined some potential positive responses for 
Christian groups.  
 
Robin facilitated a discussion based around an audio-visual resource that can be used in Christian or multi faith 
groups. The DVD, produced after the 7/7 bombings, featured people seeking to answer difficult questions such as 
‘Is religion the problem or the solution?’ in ways that sought to counteract any tendency towards creating divisions 
between ‘us and them’. Participants enjoyed this session and felt it helpfully addressed issues in practical and 
relevant ways.   
 
Philip presented the group with a series of short articles and downloads from websites about Islamic extremism 
that portrayed the range and variety of understandings and positions with Muslim communities in Britain. People 
appreciated reading and discussing the issues from the viewpoint of a psychiatrist, a historian, a religious leader, a 
young person and even the MI5 perspective. 
 
Extremism is a matter of concern at this time and Christians must find ways to respond that do not demonise other 
communities or cause us to lose sight of our calling to minister amongst Muslims as individuals loved by God and 
precious to us.

RESOURCES 
Crossing Cultures 
 
Crossing Cultures is a short course to help Christians to overcome the initial fear of meeting people from another 
culture and making friends without the worry that something might inadvertently cause offence.  The course 
includes some practical experience as well as plenty of advice and discussion.  Many have benefited and Kim 
Thomassen writes for us about some of the people who have benefited from it:  
 
Linda attended the first Crossing Cultures put on in the UK, and she came with plenty of cross-cultural experience, 
having lived overseas and travelled extensively. After interacting with people from other cultures during the field 
experience of Crossing Cultures, however, she had this to say about her time: “I was absolutely amazed at how 
welcomed we were. I’ve never experienced anything like it.  Everyone contacted was so thrilled to be engaged – I 
was in shock!” Linda said taking the course has changed the way she lives her life. Now she looks for opportunities 
to engage cross culturally in her everyday life, be it in the supermarket, her neighbourhood or even chatting to the 
person delivering takeaway.  
 
As a young man, Brian had developed quite an anti-Muslim attitude, but God called him to visit Bradford (a city with 
a significant Muslim population) anyway. The first day there, he took Crossing Cultures training. As he was getting 
out of the car during the field experience, Brian nearly hit a young Muslim man with the car door. Brian began a 
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conversation with the Muslim man, asking where a good place to eat might be. Rather than simply giving 
directions, the young man took Brian and his friend to a nearby restaurant, joined them for a meal and even paid 
for the bill! Brian thoroughly enjoyed this encounter and his attitude toward Muslims began to change. Brian 
realised he shared much in common with this young Muslim man, and it revolutionised his viewpoint! 
 
During the Crossing Cultures field experience, Amy entered an Asian clothing shop to find some fabric for a 
shalwar chamis. She asked another woman shopping there where she could find a place to have a suit sewn. Amy 
said the woman then went “a mile out of her way” to help her with fabric and walk with her to a tailor’s shop, where 
she had her measurements taken and ordered a shalwar chamis to pick up later. Amy, who had very little prior 
cross-cultural experience, talked with a stranger, learned about having a suit made and opened the way for further 
relationship with Asians... by taking a step into the unknown and asking a simple question.

Word of Life Calendars 
 

The amazing feedback of recent years shows the impact of the 
scripture sound-bites in the Word of Life calendars, including for 
the people whose stories we tell above.

They are given as Christmas and Eid gifts to 
neighbours and colleagues, as end of term presents in English 
classes, on book-tables, at parties in community centres, on 
neighbourhood visits. How might you use them?  

 
They are available in 12 different twin-languages editions, featuring English alongside most of the languages read 
by non-Christians in UK – Arabic, Bengali, Chinese, Gujarati, Kurdish, Persian, Punjabi, Somali, Tamil, Turkish and 
Urdu. A team of about 50 volunteer photographers, typists and proof-readers are involved in their production, which 
helps keep their prices affordable - only £1.50 each (with big discounts for orders of 10 or more).
