Explaining the Christian Faith to young people of o ther faiths in the UK

When did you last spend an hour explaining the mystery and wonder of The 
Trinity to 30 Muslims who listen attentively, ask good questions, write down all 
the information and with whom you’ll soon spend another hour explaining the 
miracle of the incarnation?  
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As a schools worker, this kind of scenario was a common occurrence. The RE curriculum in England 
requires all pupils to learn about Christianity and at least one other faith, consequently schools workers 
have a huge opportunity to carefully explain the Christian faith in ways and in language that engages 
young people of different faiths. The legislation that governs codes of conduct in schools forbids 
proselytising but requires the pupils to gain a deep level of understanding of the Christian faith. This 
provides a great opportunity for well trained, good schools workers to meet young people of different faiths 
on a regular basis, explain the core tenets of Christian belief and bear witness to their faith through their 
actions as well as their words in the school. It also opens doors to many other opportunities such as 
assemblies, holiday clubs and going to school events where one sees the pupils and their families in an 
informal setting. Furthermore, the legislation applies to primary and secondary schools so one can work 
with young people from the age of 4 to16. These are some of the most formative years in a person’s life 
where big questions are discussed and attitudes and ideas formed that carry through into adulthood. 
 
The way we discuss faith with young people needs to be appropriate to their age and not just to their faith 
background. Churches in the UK have a great tradition of children’s and youth work and the lessons from 
that work need to be taken into the world of cross cultural mission. It’s increasingly important that those 
working with children and young people learn to do good youth and children’s work in order to share the 
Good News of Jesus in the most appropriate way with whoever we meet.

BAYNet is a network of individuals, churches and agencies working with 
young British Asians, including Church Mission Society, East West Trust, 
Naujavan, South Asian Concern, Scripture Union and World Harvest

We meet three to four times a year at CMS Oxford to support one another 
in mission and discipleship amongst Asian young people. The group plans 
an annual leaders’ conference in partnership with Naujavan in November 
and works closely with South Asian Forum which is part of the Evangelical 
Alliance. Last year 35 youth workers attended the day conference on the 
theme of ‘working together to share the message’.  
 
The new Baynet website has given the group an identity and helps
